· You can’t just memorize the steps to solving a problem like other math classes.  You have to really understand the concepts.  Otherwise, the multiple choice questions will kill you!

· It is different from every other math class there is.

· This class uses a lot more logic than other math classes.

· Statistics is more closely centered around being able to adequately describe the context and meaning of the numbers your calculator spits out.  The hard part isn’t punching in the numbers but being able to make sense of them.

· I recommend this class for people who enjoy writing and logic.  This is not your typical math class, which is why I like it.  Be prepared for homework every night and taking a quiz or test every week.

· If you are good at interpreting and analyzing data then definitely take this class.

· You should attempt the homework as often as possible, pay attention and take notes.  This class is especially beneficial if taken with AP Psych.

· It can be challenging, but most of the time it’s not too hard to understand.  I would recommend the class to anyone who enjoys analyzing information.

· Pay attention!

· I would recommend this class to students looking for an AP class because it combines writing and math, so be prepared.

· Everything is a word problem, so if you don’t like those you won’t like the class.

· The class is only rigorous if you don’t do the work.  Studying solves all issues and makes the actual content of the class so much fun.

· It is somewhat challenging, but everything you learn is applicable in real life and useful to other classes.

· The class moves fast so be prepared and always pay attention.  It really gets you thinking and analyzing in a different way.

· If you’re good at math you’ll do awesome, but even if you’re not you will still do well.

· The math isn’t too difficult for someone who isn’t in accelerated math classes.

· It’s nothing like the “math” classes you’ve taken before.  In essence, it’s using a bunch of numbers that don’t seem to have much value and putting them together to discover something you hadn’t noticed before.

· The class is good for a student who doesn’t want to take AP Calc but wants a supplemental math class.

· The material and workload may be challenging, but I would definitely recommend it to a friend.

· I would recommend the class, especially for those who like math that applies to everyday things.  This class is very relevant.

· Make sure you have a graphing calculator.

· The real world applications are apparent in each section.

· I would recommend it, but only if you are willing to put in the amount of work that’s required.
